You must have a MINIMUM of 15 games in an Illinois Youth League prior to
tournament play.
Multiple entries are not permitted.
Tournament is limited to 112 bowlers (12 and over) and 48 Bowlers (11 and
under)
ALL ENTRIES WILL CLOSE MAY 29, 2010. Walk-in entries will be
accepted if (limit of bowlers) in each division has not been reached and are
subject to a $5.00 late fee.
Dress Code will be enforced:

a) All apparel must be loose fitting and NOT made of denim, fleece, or

Lycra/Spandex like material.
b) Boys and Girls must wear dress slacks and a collared shirt, USBC
Jersey will be acceptable.

All bowling will be SCRATCH and on a Sport Condition. Boys/Girls (12 and
over) will be in separate divisions. Boys/Girls (11 and under) will compete in
same division.

Ties for any spot will be decided by high scratch game shot during 4/8 game
competition.
Any rules not covered here will fall under the 2009-2010 USBC Rule Book.
